– Friday, July 30, 2010 – The U.S. Army, today, announced the award of a follow-on HMMWV 
production contract to AM General Corporation.  This procurement is for “Other than United States Army” 
customers. The initial award is for an undefinitized contract action (UCA) for the procurement of 2,526 
vehicles for the Afghanistan National Army and Police forces. The systems are being purchased as part of a 
Foreign Material Sale (FMS) under the direction of the United States State Department. Funding actions are 
being worked from other customers to add approximately 350 to 400 additional vehicles to the contract after 
the initial award.
